 •  Cooperate with your coach, team-mates and opponents. Without them there would be no 
competition. 

 

 •  Respect the rights, dignity and worth of all participants regardless of their gender, ability, 
cultural background or religion. 

 

•  Show appreciation for club volunteers and committee members, coaches, officials and 
administrators. Without them, there would be no hockey. 

 
·  Enjoy the game, remember everyone at this level is giving up their own time and taking

The JB Dummy

1/ In possession of the ball
the player prepares to
dummy to beat the
advancing tackler

2/ As the tackler approaches but
before he gets within range the
dummy thrower drops his right
shoulder and feints to pass the
ball to his left

3/ The stick is passed ahead
of the ball with exaggerated
body movement

4/ The stick movement is
stopped outside the left foot
and reversed

5/ With the stick reversed the ball
is dragged to the right, the tackler
lunges to the dummy throwers left
having been wrong footed by the
feint in 2 and 3 above

6/ At no time should the dummy be
attempted while the player is running
as there is a danger of missing the
ball; tangling the feet; and arriving
atÉ .
